Following part 1 of last months article 
‘Road Trip to Spain Event’ which took 
place at the end of October, organised by 
Mazarrón Policia Local and presented by 
N332, we are pleased to publish the final 
topics covered at the meeting. 

Myths on appropriate dress for driving

Despite various views, wearing flip flops 
are not prohibited to wear whilst driving. 
However, they are not recommended 
and many accidents have been caused 
whilst driving when wearing unsuitable 
footwear
Being ‘shirtless’ whilst driving. 
Again, this is not prohibited, but not 
recommended if you want to avoid 
serious seatbelt burns following an 
accident (photos we were shown were 
enough to make us want to ‘cover up’ in 
future).

General Advice/Rules

When selling a car, ensure you get a 
document showing the exact time of the 
sale. This will avoid incurring a fine if 
you sell a car without this showing and 
an accident or speeding violation takes 
place before the official paperwork is 
processed
The DGT website shows all information 
on any outstanding speeding tickets
Young children must be seated in an 
appropriate child seat in the rear of the 
vehicle. They are only allowed in the 
front if the vehicle is a 2 seater, in which 
case it must be a rear facing seat and 
airbags MUST be disabled. 
Check the boxes of any prescribed 
medication you are taking to ensure 
there is no warning triangle on the front 
of the box. This warning indicates that 
if stopped by the police and asked to 
carry out a drugs test, this medication 
could show that you are under the 
influence of drugs. If you are a driver 
and your current medication box has this 
warning triangle, ask your doctor for an 
alternative. 
Pets travelling in vehicles must be 
restrained, either by way of crates or 
straps and under no circumstances must 
be left in cars during high temperatures
Avoid ‘illegal’ taxis. It may save you a 

little money but in the long run is not 
worth the risk, as you will not be covered 
by insurance in the case of accidents/
damage/injury
ALL vehicles being driven in Spain must 
have valid insurance, tax and an MOT/
ITV. If bringing your car to Spain ensure 
you have all of the above. If you’re 
coming from the UK for an extended 
holiday, ensure your MOT will cover 
you for the duration of your stay. If 
moving to Spain and bringing your UK 
registered vehicle, you only have 30 days 
to change from UK to Spanish plates, 
However, Car Registrations Spain can 
arrange temporary import plates whilst 
re-registering the vehicle to Spanish 
number plates.
If your number plate does NOT show 
the UK identifier with the Union flag, you 
will need a UK sticker (GB sticker is no 
longer valid)

The dogs have a 
great bond with their handlers as they go 
home with them at the end of each day 
and live in a home environment.

Vegetarian Moussaka

For a delicious vegetarian moussaka, start by slicing two aubergines 
and grilling until golden. In a pan, sauté chopped onion and garlic 
in olive oil, then add a tin of chopped tomatoes, tomato purée, 
cinnamon, oregano, and 200g of cooked lentils.

These Spinach and Feta Stuffed Pastries are perfect for a light 
lunch or as a delicious snack. Begin by preheating your oven to 
190°C (170°C fan) and lining a baking tray with parchment paper. 
In a large pan, heat a little olive oil and sauté a finely chopped 
onion and two minced garlic cloves until soft and fragrant. Add 
a large handful of fresh spinach, and cook until wilted. Remove 
from heat and allow it to cool slightly. Once cooled, squeeze out 
any excess water from the spinach and mix it with 200g of crum-
bled feta cheese, a pinch of nutmeg, and black pepper to taste.

Stack three sheets to-
gether and place a spoonful of the spinach and feta mixture at 
one end. Roll the pastry over the filling to form a parcel, folding 
in the edges as you go to seal it. Repeat this process for the re-
maining filling and filo pastry sheets.

Place the stuffed pastries onto the prepared baking tray and 
brush them with a little more melted butter or oil. Bake for 20-25 
minutes or until golden brown and crisp.

Serve these warm with a side of tzatziki or a simple salad for a 
satisfying meal. These pastries are a wonderful combination of 
flaky, buttery pastry and the rich, savoury filling of spinach and 
feta, offering a perfect balance of flavours.

Salvation (Part 3)

Whereby the dayspring from on high hath 
visited us, to give light to them that sit 
in darkness and in the shadow of death, 
to guide our feet into the way of peace”. 
Luke chapter 3 and verse 6 makes it clear 
“And all flesh shall see the Salvation 
of God”. Acts chapter 4 and verse 12 
declares “Neither is there Salvation in any 
other, for there is none other name under 
heaven given among men, whereby we 
must be saved”.

In Romans chapter 13 and verses 11,12 
and 14 it cautions “And that, knowing the 
time, that now it is high time to awake out 
of sleep, for now is our 
Salvation nearer than when we believed. 
The night is far spent, the day is at hand, 
let us therefore cast off the works of 
darkness and let us put on the armour 
of light....But put ye on the Lord Jesus, 
and make not provision for the flesh, 
to fulfil the lusts thereof”. Acts chapter 
13 and verse 26 confirms the promise 
of Salvation to all “Men and brethren, 
children of the stock of Abraham and 

WHOSOVER AMONG YOU WHO FEARETH 
GOD, TO YOU IS THE WORD OF THIS 
SALVATION SENT”.

When one sorrows for sin, look what 
happens. 2nd Corinthians and verse 10 
makes it clear “For Godly sorrow worketh 
repentance to Salvation....”. Ephesians 
chapter 1 and verse 13 says “In whom ye 
also trusted, after that ye heard the word 
of truth, the gospel of your Salvation, in 
whom also after that ye believed, ye were 
sealed with that holy Spirit of promise”. 
Ephesians chapter 6 and verse 17 notes 
“And take the helmet of Salvation, and the 
sword of the spirit, which is the word of 
God”. Philippeans chapter 2 and verse 12 
“....work out your own Salvation with fear 
and trembling”. Yehovah wants to save 
us all. 1 Thessalonians chapter 5 and 
verses 9 and 10 confirms “For God hath 
not appointed us to wrath, but to obtain 
Salvation by our Lord Jesus Christ, who 
died for us, that, whether we wake or 
sleep, we should live together with Him”.

This is why the scripture is so important. 
2nd Timothy  chapter 3 and verses 15 to 
17 outlines “And that from a child thou 
hast known the holy scriptures, which are 
able to make thee wise unto Salvation 
through faith which is in Christ Jesus. 
All scripture is given by inspiration of 
God, and is profitable for doctrine, for 
reproof, for correction, for instruction in 
righteousness, that the man of God may 
be perfect, thoroughly furnished  unto 
all good works”. In Titus chapter 2 and 
verses 11,13 and 14 it states “For the 
grace of God that bringeth Salvation 
hath appeared to all men. Looking for the 
blessed hope and the glorious appearing 
of the great God and our Saviour Jesus 
Christ, who gave Himself for us, that He 
might redeem us from all iniquity, and 
purify unto himself a peculiar people, 
zealous of good works”.

Hebrews chapter 2 and verses 3 and 4 
reminds us “How shall we escape, if we 
neglect so great Salvation, which at the 
first began to be spoken by the Lord, and 
was confirmed unto us by them that heard 
Him. God also bearing them witness, both 
with signs and wonders, and with divers 
miracles, and gifts of the holy Spirit, 
according to his own will”.

In Jude and verse 3 there is a warning 

“Beloved, when I gave all diligence to write 
unto you of the common Salvation, it was 
needful for me to write unto you, and exhort 
you that ye should earnestly contend for 
the faith which was once delivered unto 
the saints”. Note the following verses 
from the book of Revelation. Revelation 
chapter 7 and verses 9 and 10 speaks 
of those who accepted the free gift of 
Salvation “After this I beheld, and, low, 
a great multitude, which no man could 
number, of all nations, and kindreds, and 
people, and tongues, stood before the 
thrown, and before the Lamb, clothed with 
white robes, and palms in their hands. And 
cried with a loud voice, saying, Salvation 
to our God which sitteth upon the thrown, 
and unto the Lamb”. (the lamb is Yeshua 
or Jesus) Revelation chapter 12 and verse 
10 says “And I heard a loud voice saying 
in heaven, now is come Salvation, and 
strength, and the kingdom of our God, and 
the power of his Christ...”.

Revelation chapter 19 and verse 1 notes 
“And after these things I heard a great 
voice of much people in heaven, saying, 
Alleluia, Salvation, and glory, and honour, 
and power, unto the Lord Our God”. 
Revelation chapter 21 and verses 1,3 and 
4 declares “And I saw a new heaven and 
a new earth, for the first  heaven and the 
first earth were passed away, and there 
was no more sea. And I heard a great 
voice from heaven saying, behold the 
tabernacle of God is with men, and He 
will dwell with them, and they shall be His 
people and God shall be with them, and 
be their God. And God will wipe away all 
tears from their eyes, and there shall be 
no more death, neither sorrow, nor crying, 
neither shall there be any more pain, for 
the former things are passed away”.

Everyone has freedom of choice to accept 
or reject the free gift of Salvation. The last 
book of Revelation chapter 22 and verse 
12 testifies “And behold, I come quickly, 
and my reward is with me, to give to every 
man according as his work shall be”.
